DETAILED SUMMARY OF ACCOMPLISHMEN®DE PACC TEXAS
1. Tulong sa Bayan (Humanitarian Aid to the Philippines )

Organized Humanitarian Medical ~ Missions in the wake of Typhoons Ondoy and Sendong and treated
record 1,641 medical and dental patients in one day(Taytay, Rizal; Santa Cruz, Lagunglbaan, Batanga}

Rapid Response to Ondoy, Sendong, Pablo , Haiyan and Glenda disasters with donations of cash, clothes,
medicine and 100 new wheelchairsn partnership with OWI . Texasled national initiatives that PACC created or
actively supported have raisedapproximately $1 million (P43 million) in donations, more than half raised in
Texas,which were sent directly to the victims and partner NGOs on the ground. Just the work with the
Vietnamese communities in Dallas and Houston alone has raised more than $600kConduit recipients included
the Philippine National Red Cross, Gawad Kalinga, One World Institute, ICCP FoundationABS CBN Foundation,
LBC Foundation and the Dioceses of the eastern Visayas provincetrongly hit by Typhoon Haiyan. Most recent
initiatives of PACC Texas are now shifting to Luzon that was just hit by a strong typhoon GlendaWill personally
visit the destroyed villages next month and plan a support strategy on behalf of the FIAm Chambers.

Adopted the Hilantaga -an island in northern Cebu for  immediate repair of fishing boats, houses, water
pump and big electric generator, andafull year of reconstruction and rehabilitation efforts in partnership
with the 7,000 residents of the island.

Adopted several deserving NGOs in the Philippines and gave them sustained support, including

Sponsored and organized two successful Trade and Investment Missions to the Philippines that
together generated more than $0 million (P218M) in annual new businesses for the delegates as well as for
their new partners in the Philippines. Currently organizing a third Trade Mission to Region 3 (Central
Luzon) on October 1724,2014, and a Humanitarian Mission to Leyte and Cebu in November 2014.
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Sponsored, organized and funded the  May 22-14,2014 Philippine Investment Roadshow in the U.S.
led by AmbassadorH.E. Jose L. Cuisidr, Dr. Bernardo Villegas ConsulGeneral Leo HerreraLim and Trade
Commissioner Jose Ma. Dinsay and Mr. Alfredo Austria.
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3. Lingkod sa Kapwa Pilipino sa America (Service to fellow Filipinos and
fellow Immigrants in America)

Organized, funded and hosted the biggest -in -the -country Consular Outreach Programs in Dallas

and Houston, attended by a total of more than 20,000 Filipino s from the entire state of Texas as wll as
neighboring states of Oklahoma, Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana and New Mexico. Over the last 7 years, saved
these Filipinos a total of more than $.3million (P559million) in travel costs by not having to fly to L.A. to
renew passports, apply for DualCitizenship, and to register for Absentee Voting privileges. According to the
records of the consulatesPACC Texashosted and organized outreach projects broke all national

Joined national simul taneous peace prayer rallies and candle -light vigils in 300 U.S., Canadian and
other overseas citiesas active memberand supporter of the USP4GG and NAFFAA

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temporal and spiritual support to Filipino victims of injustice, discrimination and crimes in the U.S.,

student (photo below) has been in prison fortwo years and may face the death penalty. We are the only one
visiting him in prison (400 miles away)continually working with, and supporting his lawyers to save his life.
